Apple embarks on ‘new era’ for device
sales after joining forces with OpenAl

US tech group uses annual event to outline plans for suite of generative models embedded in its operating systems

When it finally arrived, the hottest and
most widely telegraphed partnership in
Silicon Valley was announced so quickly
that the audience at Apple’s headquar-
ters in Cupertino barely had time to
applaudit.

Anyone expecting OpenAI’s Sam Alt-
man, one of the key players in the gener-
ative artificial intelligence fever that has
swept the tech sector, to appear onstage
with Tim Cook at Apple’s flagship
annual developer event for an eye-
catching photo opportunity will have
been disappointed.

The focus of Apple’s event on Monday
was on just that: Apple. And its message
was that the partnership with OpenAlI
was merely the first of many.

Apple’s pitch to investors worried it is
slipping behind on the technology is
that if the first wave of generative Al has
concerned artificial intelligence that
understands the broader world, the
iPhone maker is uniquely positioned to
offer generative AI that understands
you. That means Apple’s own generative
AlImodelsreceived top billing.

“Apple Intelligence” is the tech giant’s
catch-all term for a suite of models, built
and trained by Apple, that will be
embedded in its new operating systems
i0S18,iPad0S18 and macOS Sequoia.

The company has not built generative
models of the complexity and scale
offered by rivals. It has opted instead to
actasagateway to other products on the
market that can do the things Apple
cannot. Its on-device foundational
model has 3bn parameters. OpenAlI’s

GPT-40 and Google’s Gemini Pro are
estimated to have more than a trillion.

“Apple’s Al at the
core of it, is in someone else’s hands,” he
said. “They’ve never gone to a third

party to license a core technology.” The
company’s longtime search partnership
with Google, he said, concerns a feature
on the device, whereas Al “is more of an
operating system”.

Apple is playing up its traditional dif-
ferentiator. It says its on-device models
bring privacy and security benefits,
emphasising that any personal data
used to train its own Al models will stay
within its ecosystem. These will run as
much as possible on the device.

Where they do need to use the cloud,
queries will go to servers owned and
controlled by Apple. The idea is that

users will not even notice which is being
used.

The features this enables, such as cus-
tom-generated emojis, smart photo
editing that allows users to seamlessly
remove unwanted people or objects
from photos, writing and drawing assist-
ants, and a smarter Siri capable of more
contextual awareness and interacting
with both Apple’s apps and third-party
apps, are incremental.

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In the meantime, ChatGPT will be
tasked with handling more complex
questions sent to Siri. Those might
involve, for example, sending a picture
of an ingredient that OpenAI’s models
can identify and recommend recipes
for. It will also be integrated into Apple’s
writing tools.

Users will not be forced to use the fea-
ture and will receive a prompt from Siri
before doing so. OpenAl meanwhile
promises “built-in” privacy protections
every time Siri pings ChatGPT. Requests
will not be stored — which would allow a
third party to develop a profile of a user
— and users’ IP addresses will be
obscured. Users can choose to connect
their ChatGPT account, which will
mean that ChatGPT’s data policies will
then apply.

The move still had Tesla chief execu-
tive and X owner Elon Musk fuming. On
X, he said that Apple apparently “isn’t
smart enough to make their own AI”
and “has no clue” about what OpenAI
would do with the data. He said he
would ban Apple devices at his compa-
nies if OpenAl were integrated with
them, calling it “an unacceptable secu-
rity violation”.

If nothing else, Musk’s intervention
reflected the intense scrutiny facing Al
partnerships in Big Tech, with regula-
tors vowing to intervene to address con-
centrations of power.

Meanwhile, if users want Apple’s new
features, they will need to be on Apple’s
latest and most powerful iPhones — the
iPhone 15 Pro and Pro Max — powered
by the newest A17 Pro chip. For laptops
and tablets, the features will run on
devices equipped with the M series of
chips, which date back to 2020.

If iPhone users are clinging on to older
models for longer, the demand that even
smaller generative models place on age-
ing hardware creates an incentive for
them toupgrade.

Francisco Jeronimo, data and analyt-
ics vice-president at the IDC research
group, said the event marked “the
beginning of a new era for Apple and for
their users”, with Apple positioning
itself to benefit from a future “supercy-
cle” of device sales as it transitions to
new “intelligent devices™.

Fundraising values French
challenger Mistral at €5.8bn

Mistral Al, the Paris-based start-up,
has raised €600mn in new funding ata
valuation of almost €6bn, just a year
after the Microsoft- and Nvidia-backed
company was launched as an unlikely
challenger to OpenAl.

The investment, which has tripled the
company’s price tag since December, is
led by General Catalyst, alongside sev-
eral of Mistral’s existing investors
including Lightspeed, Andreessen
Horowitz, Bpifrance and BNP Paribas.
Backers include Nvidia, Salesforce,
Samsung and IBM.

Arthur Mensch, chief executive, said:
“We were told when we started . . . that
this is a market that is never going to be
disrupted. We showed that this wasn’t
the case and we effectively disrupted the
OpenAl business model.”

Microsoft, which invested €15mn in
February as part of a partnership to
offer Mistral’s products through its
Azure cloud computing platform, did
not participate in the new round.

The latest deal is the biggest yet for a
start-up building large general-purpose
Al'models that is based outside Silicon
Valley, as Mistral aims to grow from a
European champion to a global con-
tender with more than €1bn in fire-
power raised.

Investors are pouring big sums into Al
start-ups that are building large lan-
guage models, which are systems capa-
ble of producing high-quality text and

imagery in seconds. Big Tech companies
including Microsoft, Google, Meta and
Amazon, meanwhile, are ploughing
tens of billions of dollars into computing
infrastructure to build their own com-
peting systems.

Mistral’s latest funding is made up of
€468mn in equity and €132mn in debt
and values the company, which was
founded in mid-2023, at €5.8bn includ-
ing the new capital raised, according to
people close to the company. Co-found-
ers Timothée Lacroix, Guillaume Lam-
ple and Mensch — a trio of French
researchers who previously worked at
Google’s DeepMind and Meta — remain
majority shareholders.

Mistral’s latest round comes two
weeks after Elon Musk raised $6bn for
his start-up xAlI, as rivals take aim at
ChatGPT developer OpenAI’s head
start, which is fuelled by $13bn in back-
ing from Microsoft.

Mensch said Mistral had used a “little
more than 1,000” of the high-powered
graphics processing units chips needed
to train AI systems and spent “just a
couple of dozen millions” of euros to
build products that can rival those built
using much bigger budgets by some of
the richest companies, including
OpenAl, Google and Meta.

“We seem to be doing very different
calculations” of the costs needed to
build large Al models than the likes of
OpenAl chief Sam Altman, said Mensch.

Jeannette zu Fiirstenberg, who leads
General Catalyst’s European business,
said: “The capital efficiency of the com-
pany is really outstanding.” Mistral had
spent “the smallest possible fraction” of
what its rivals had to build competitive
AI models. “It really is very, very
impressive how nimbly this team has
operated.”

Mensch said Mistral had opted to
raise more capital now after receiving
inbound interest from investors to scale
up its commercialisation efforts as well
as to buy more computing resources.

“It remains a capital-intensive mar-
ket,” he said. “The more [computing]
capacity we have, the more people we
can get into our team . . . to break the
barriers of artificial intelligence.”

ING Bank zu viel Verunsicherung gefiihrt hat,
spricht die Bank nun Klartext. In ihrer ersten
Mitteilung seit dem 29. Mai, als sie die Schlie-
fung des Privatkundengeschifts in Luxem-
burg ankiindigte, erklirt ING Luxemburg,
dass sie die Konten von mehr als der Hilfte
ihrer 90.000 Privatkunden schliefen wird.

,Im Laufe der Zeit erwarten wir, dass sich
unser derzeitiger Privatkundenstamm in Lu-
xemburg um mehr als die Hilfte reduzieren

ING
antwortete nicht auf die Frage, ob sie die CSSF
im Voraus {iber ihre Entscheidung, Bankkon-
ten zu schliefen und sich aus dem Privat-
kundengeschift in Luxemburg zuriickzuzie-
hen, informiert hatte.

Die Bank antwortete nicht speziell auf
unsere Fragen zur Zukunft von Kunden, die
Mietgarantien bei ING haben, und zur Zu-
kunft ihrer Filialen in Luxemburg.
